_______ - large farm estates, each had a manager and a housekeeper who were both slaves

_______ - a central courtyard around which rooms in a house were built

_______ - the most important meal of the day, in late afternoon

_______ - wealthy citizens who dominated the government and economic life in the fifth century B.C.E.; had to be born into this class

_______ - ordinary citizens, including tradespeople, small farmers, and labourers

_______ - circular building where gladiators fought other gladiators or wild animals to death

_______ - means a huge circle; the setting for the great Roman chariot races

_______ - small, covered theatres where music recitals and poetry readings were held

_______ - systems built to transport water to cities

_______ - an open area surrounded by government buildings, law courts, and entertainment facilities, in the centre of Rome

_______ - officials chosen by the plebeians to protect their rights and interests

_______ - Twelve bronze tablets that Roman laws were written down on by 450 B.C.E.

_______ - a separate country within the city of Rome, the home of the Pope
