	· men – should work, obey the laws, participate in army when called, responsible for their house

· women – take care of children, cook, religion, help with field work, clean

	

	Rights and Freedoms

of Citizens
	· women had to stay in the area of their house (could go outside, fields, church)
· women had no political rights, could not own property
· men – could be part of Assembly, could be in public, could work

· no right to divorce

· people could do what they wanted
