Development of Writing


·  Written language was developed due to religion, trade, and government.
· 3300 B.C. records were completed with pictographs.

· Pictographs could not express feelings or thoughts.

· Gradually pictographs were combined to form more complex meanings. Eg. Food and mouth was combined to form eat.

· Eventually these symbols stood for sounds.  These sounds were combined to form words.  Thus a semi-alphabet was invented.

· This system of writing was called cuneiform.
