Mesopotamia or Egypt Group Project


You are all employees of a travel agency that has recently perfected the Travel Back Time Machine.  Over the next week it is your responsibility to create a travel package that will convince customers to travel to your assigned destination.  You must familiarize your customers with the following aspects of the trip:

1. Vocabulary – be familiar with the language and names of places and things

2. Map – customers will need to know specifically where they are going and 
what is in the surrounding area

· How will they travel to and around their destination?

· What sources of water are nearby?  

· How is the population spread around this area?

3. Daily Life – What is the local culture like?  What do people do to survive?  What 
types of jobs do people have?

4. Agriculture – What crops are grown in the area? What will the tourists eat 
while they are there?

5. Religion – What religion is followed?  Why is it important?  

6. Writing – If tourists need to read signs, what will they be reading and how will 
they interpret them?

7. Housing – What type of accommodations will be available?

8. Government – What rules or systems are in place that will need to be 
followed?

9. Technology/Tools – What types of technology will be available to tourists and 
are there any tools they will see that they may not be familiar with?

10. Fashion/Dress – What types of clothes should be packed for the trip? 
(Consider the climate, customs, and culture.)

11. Education – How educated will the people they meet be?  Is there medicine 
available in case of illness while traveling?  

12. Souvenirs – Are there any unique inventions or artifacts that travelers may 
wish to purchase on their vacation?

It is the responsibility of your group to create a travel brochure and a display that will convince customers to travel to your destination.  You will need to be very familiar with your destination, as questions may be asked by potential customers during your travel presentation.  Questions will be given during class that will assist you in finding information that will be important to the travel presentation.
